1.  Minutes from February 11, 2009 were approved with no changes.
2.  Budget Report Expenditures
$533,000 of the $1.22 million for this fiscal year has been spent. This includes renewals of Serials Solutions, Gale Nursing, Opposing Viewpoints, hosting fee for Gale 19th Century Newspapers, ScienceDirect, CINAHL, GeoRef, Oxford Art & Music, LexisNexis, AccessScience, and OED Online.
3.  Budget Reductions FY 2010

Karen talked with Matt Petry at the Community College Commission about the library funding. Our funding is a permanent line item in the Commission’s budget. However, the Commission has decided that ultimate control of these funds lies in the hands of the college presidents. Each director needs to talk to their president and advocate the importance of these funds. Keith stressed the importance of getting the faculty behind us.

Keith, Carol B, Susan, and Karen will work together on a united strategy – must be done by mid-April. Karen will coordinate a March meeting in Casper.
Marilyn is compiling database usage statistics.
