Library Funding Committee Minutes DRAFT
Conference Call

May 7, 2009 
 The meeting was called to order at 10:03 am by Karen Lange.  

Members present were:  Karen Lange, Chair, Laramie County; Keith Cottam and Michele DeSalvo, Casper; David Pappas, Sheridan; Susan Richardson, Northwest, Carol Bown, Western; Carol Deering, Central and Marilyn Miller, Eastern.
 1. A motion was moved and seconded to approve the minutes from the March 4, 2009 meeting. Motion passed.
2.  and 7.  A report from the Budget Committee/Strategic Planning group was presented. Discussion followed and included the goals and objectives (white paper attached), original budget request spreadsheet, committee operations (including outsourcing, wiki, quarterly face-to-face meetings), and purchasing recommendations.  The committee was also requested to consider for our next meeting the following questions:  with approximately $550,000 remaining for cooperative purchases, how would each of you, as library directors, spend this amount to purchase materials for your individual library collections in concurrence with: (1) your library’s strategic plan and mission, (2) the strategic plan of your college, and (3) the strategic plan of your local community and service area?

3.  Budget Status  -- Karen Lange reported that WCCC is still looking at cutting the library budget by 10% for FY 2010 per the Governor’s request for agency-wide budget cuts.
4.  Marilyn Miller reported on the status of the statistics spreadsheet and a blank copy will be sent to everyone to fill in.  For the Chronicle we will report on the number of requests.  Everyone should add any notes regarding variations.
6.  Renewals were approved for Access Science, Lexis Nexis (allocations for 1 year to individual colleges libraries), and Oxford (2 year renewal paid by WCCC).  New subscriptions approved were College Source (to go through WCCC) all but CWC and Sheridan and IPA Source ($149.00 allocated to each library).  

Other titles discussed were: CQ Global Research (6 yes 1 no  WCCC pays BCR @ $3700/year); Gale Global Issues (7 yes WCCC pays Gale,1 year all 7 @ $15,723.75 (yes) or 3 years all 7 @ $47,171.25 (no) ); Proquest Nursing & Allied Health (declined); Medline wait and compare to Ovid (WCCC pays Ebsco); LibGuides: yes (WCCC manages agreement and pays $6,713 all 7 colleges); Business D & B Hoover (yes; $7,660/years, WCCC manages agreement and pays) and Key Business Ratios (yes, 3 years data @ $7,085/year, WCCC manages agreement and pays).

Titles that are being held over until the next meeting include: OVID – Still waiting for pricing on collection with AMJ and other requested titles; Gale 3rd Party Titles: and Susan will send out the list send your choices to Karen by 5/15/2009
New titles and/or reconsiderations included: 
OCLC DM Content: $8,639 for all 7 – yes; LibQual: $3,200/college (each library receives allocation) yes; Films on Demand: an update on bandwidth; includes individual collections, MARC Records  each library should set up trials.

Titles held until the next meeting included: Netlibrary; Sage subject collections; 
Choice; MLA; JSTOR; Gale Academic One; Credo Reference ($1650 for 100 titles).
8.  The only other item discussed was Books in Print.  Four libraries are interested in this title and the others are waiting for additional information.
