I. Call to order: 11:42
II. Roll Call
a. Present: President Navarro, Vice President Lopez, Laramie Vice President Nicholson, Laramy Senator Sneed, Secretary Givens, Treasurer Mcormick, senator Lue, Senator Wehde, Ex Officio Brunet, Senator Davis, Senator Rios, Advisor fielder, Advisor Boughton 
b. Absent: Advisor Garhart
III. Public Input
a. No public input.
IV. Executive Report
a. President
i. President Navaro met with President Shafer; one of the things requested was to look at ways to expand student fee funds to reach and benefit more students. One idea and option discussed was “drop-in childcare.” The issue with this idea was the policies that may contradict this idea. An alternative Idea from President Navarro was to come up with an idea that fits well already with the policies in place. 
ii. President Navaro announced that the forum last week went well, any issues or concerns were addressed to the advisors and delt with accordingly. 
b. Vice President – Cheyenne
i. Vice President Lopez met with Dr. Stutz several times informally; discussion included how SGA was doing and what we have been working. The past conversations have been about SAFAC and the committee reports. 
c. Vice President – Laramie
i. Vice President Nicholson has been working on the constitution and making changes for the Albany Campus SGA. Albany Campus SGA has also been working on their budget and finalizing survey results as well as writing a conclusion for future SGA senators. 
d. Secretary 
i. Minutes 3/01/2024
ii. Treasurer Mcormick moved to approve the minutes.
iii. Vice President Lopez seconded the motion. 
iv. Motion passed unanimously. 
e. Treasurer
i. Many of the stipends have been sent out, there still is some confusion on who, what, when where and why the rest of the stipends will be sent out.
ii. There was a donation of 100 dollars from Tugba and Jehovah’s Witness. 
iii. SGA spent a total of $2,717.24 for Diamond Life, and student salaries. 
iv. There is now a working budget of $7,597.75. 
f. Ex Officio
i. Items discussed in the first meeting where the LCCC website a new refresh with better navigation and more school colors. An option of “I don’t know” was added for program class searches.
ii. Targeting nontraditional students 35 year and older as well as young incoming students. 
iii. Implementing out of state tuition fee waivers from Colorado and Nebraska. Advertising will begin in the fall of ‘24 and implement in fall ’25, it will be tested for 3 years before a permanent decision is made. 
iv. Another discussion waver was removing all gun free zones; there is discussion about school preference of guns on campus or not. 
v. $2.6 million was spent on the new building just for the outside alone. 
vi. Approval for a new campus policy to allow for overdose Narcan be administered by all individuals. 
vii. LCCC will be spending 50k a year finding students to graduate with 2 degrees instead of one with just taking a small number of classes more in their last semester at LCCC.
viii. We are happy to announce that graduation this year is breaking the record in student attendance for graduation. 
V. Advisor Reports
a. Elections close tonight!
i. Senator Wehde moved to change the closing time for voting to Monday the 29th at 11:59 pm. 
ii. Seconded by Ex Officio Brunet.
iii. Opened for discussion. 
iv. Motion passed unanimously. 
b. Food discussion for gathering on the 3rd 
i.  A decision was made for chic fillet. 
c. What would a potentially fully online senator’s roll look like?
i. A student who is taking all classes online may only join meetings through teams. 
ii. An idea shared by Senator Wehde would be to give a job for online issues and editing. 
iii. Secretary Givens added that we could add a job for management of an SGA social media page. 
iv. Ex Officio Brunet added that it may not feel like a senator position when it’s only a couple things. An idea would be two senator online student positions like there are in two senators for other pathways. 
v. President Navarro addressed that two positions would make sense; engagement may look like not having desk hours, but online student can access them through and meet and share with us during weekly meetings. It may be needed to consider adjusting stipends accordingly. Senators on campus are expected to do 4-10 hours a week, what would it look like in required hours for online SGA senators?
vi. Because we are looking to expand outside of Cheyenne, online student is something that does need to be continued to be discussed.
vii. Senator Rios added that because of expansions it would be important to get kinks worked out as online senators. 
viii. Advisor Boughton added that we should ask the new senet to take this up as we are nearing the end of the year. 
ix. Vice President Nicholson added that she is an online student currently, the only reason she knew SGA existed was because she was on campus every day.  Vice President Nicholson is moving and said that she would be interested in being an online student senator for SGA. 
x. There is a concern that this student will not have access to campus.
xi. All discussions will be considered and discussed for an executive decision over the summer from the advisors. 
d. Advisor Boughten mentioned that if an advisor or student approaches senators about SAFAC to send them to Advisor Boughten for any further questions. 
VI. Committee Reports
a. College Council
i. Senator Wehde shared that in the last two meetings there was discussion on unlocking opportunities and the plan for that, how budget should line up for this year and next year, the WRAC is almost finished, and the board room is complete. The gun-free zone appeals, having a spot for students to safely store there guns instead of in dorms.
ii.  There was also discussion about money coming in and out, the largest were scholarships and campus safety.
iii. Senator Wehde shared that the forum went well, as well as SAFAC, there was a lot of conversation about the dorms set-up and running. 
iv. President Navaro mentioned offering “married housing,” for nontraditional students. 
v. Senator Rios mentioned that something that would be helpful mentioned by students would be an added bike lane on campus outside. 
vi. Senator Wehde mentioned that it is difficult in some areas on campus for walking where there is lack of sidewalks. 
b. DEI Advisory Board
i. Vice President Lopez shared that there is currently a series going on, now micro regression is being discussed. The focus for the upcoming year would be a festival food day, possibly including the international students. 
c. Student Committee
i. Senator Wehde shared that going forward next year SGA is in the front, not DR. Shaffer. We had a surprising turnout; food was a success as well as the Set-up. Everything went smoothly and those who spoke represented well. 
ii. Ex- Officio Brunet offered the idea of having comments, questions, and concerns basket open all year. 
iii. Senator Rios added the idea of using the suggestion box at SGA desk.
d. Community Committee
i. Vice President Lopes said that there was good participation in the volunteer events.
ii. Senator Wehde mentioned that she wanted to participate in them all instead of making it all in one day. 
e. SGA in the Classroom 
i. Trades have come up and made it clear how excited they are to have SGA in the classroom come in. 
VII. Old Business
VIII. New Business
a. SGA in the Classroom Amendment –Secretary Givens 
i. The Amendment was passed amongst the SGA members.
ii. Senator Wehde proposed the new language to amend the amendment changing section 5 to state “SGA-in the classroom committee will assists others SGA committees, as deemed appropriate by the executive board and will encourage engagement.” 
iii. The friendly amendment language was accepted by Secretary Givens 
b. Laramie County Amendment 
i. Senator Nicholson asked that the suggested changes to the amendment be considered and revisited be the returning members of senet.
c. Laramie SAFAC –Vice President Nicholson 
i. There is a funding discussion for a water bottle filling station, but not a major funding decision at this time. 
d. Use for change fund- Vice President Lopez
i. President Navaro discussed the difficulty of library study rooms not being used properly. An idea brought up was to get 10 (including 1 double) of the mobile offices and place them around the campus. 
ii. This would allow students a better study area, as well as allowing for other spaces on campus for a privet space for phone calls, interviews, or zoom meetings. This would also provide a sensory friendly space for those in need. 
iii. Vice President Lopes moved that we allocate the funding for 10 mobile offices or as many as we have the funding for. 
iv. Senator Wehde seconded the motion. 
v. The floor was open for discussion. 
1. Senator Wehde added that even 1 or 2 would be helpful.
2. Stem students would book rooms in the library and the rooms wouldn’t be available to them when the reserved time came.
3. It was discussed to have locking (key card) doors for the study rooms in the library to help stop the issue of the reserved areas to remain reserved. 
vi. Motion passed.
