I. Call to order 14:05
II. Roll Call

a. President
i. The college participation and engagement have been going very well.
ii. President Faschinello passed out the new sign-up sheet for classroom presentations.

v. SMART Goals
1. Advisor Feidler added that the acronym stands for: Specific, Measurable, Attainable and Time based. Picking a goal that can fit into the SMART goal criteria is important as well as knowing how to measure/know if our goal was met? 
2. EX Officio Tyler added an example of reaching 3 out of the 5 students goals reached.

4. Shelby Wehde brought to question, which pathways are missing for representation on SGA?
a. Out of the 8 pathways we have three pathways not represented: Business/Accounting, Education, and Arts.

c. Shelby Wehde added the idea of a summer workshop getting students interested in and educated on what SGA is and how to get involved for the upcoming semester.
